German Program
at Boston Latin Saved

German has been a long-standing tradition at
the Boston Latin School (BLS), but has had
to work hard in recent years to entice stu-
dents away from other languages. Last year,
the program faced being eliminated from
their Modern Foreign Language program
due to low enrollment, and German 1 was
not offered. A group of determined parents
with connections in the German American
community and a love of German banded
together to work with the school this year to
help revive the program. German received
extra attention at parent nights and fund-
raisers, students were given fliers extolling
the benefits of German, and the various lan-
guage clubs sponsored an informational fair
after school so that students could talk to their
peers about making the best language choice.

As a result of their campaign to provide more
education and awareness for students mak-
ing their language choices at the end of 7th
grade, BLS was thrilled to have at least 70
students signed up for German 1 next year!
BLS will also offer one section each of German
3 and German 4.

Boston Latin School’s goal is to make the
program sustainable, and continue to pro-
vide opportunities for their German students
to help increase their global and cultural
awareness. In recent years, BLS students
have earned gold, silver and bronze medals
in the National German Exam and 5s on the
Advanced Placement exam. Two students
have been chosen for the AATG/Paedogo-
gischer Austauschdienst Study Trip.
